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Strategies for students with Autism/Asperger’s (ASC)
ICT
Students with ASC usually find this subject enjoyable. The computer is a powerful tool in understanding and expressing themselves. 

The key elements of ICT match to need of an ASC student to a greater extent than a classroom teacher! They are always consistent, non-judgemental and a computer’s response will never vary!

· Students with ASC will find problem solving activities difficult. They will need structure and support for such activities.

· Large group discussions may be difficult, ASC students may achieve more working alone or in smaller groups.

· ASC students will need more support to discuss experiences, in the case of ICT; the computer itself can provide assistance. Word processing thought may be easier than discussing or writing them.

· Provision of appropriate pictures in the form of clip art can help encourage thinking and writing.

· Students with ASC usually display an aptitude for computers; ensure that this does not increase their isolation.

· Some students with ASC may find it difficult to accept directed tasks on computers as to them they represent a leisure activity as opposed to work. Make it clear using written rules, what is expected when using school computers.

Benefits
· Safe, non-threatening, non judgemental learning environment in which there is emotional neutrality, infinite patience and immediate feedback.
· Final presentation that can look as good as anyone else’s with mistakes corrected via the spell checker.
